Based on the concept of “History in the Public Sphere,” this program aims to develop the next generation so that
they can cultivate knowledge about history from an academic perspective and translate it into practice.

Academic knowledge about history has been developed and directly promoted by experts, including historians and
teachers. However, histories steep in the public arena, and overlap with all parts of society in multifaceted ways.

This program will produce graduates who can play an active role in a broad range of fields related to history, such as
museums, galleries, journalism, broadcasting, digital media, business, and diplomacy, with a particular focus on the
P early modern period to the present day. Through academic and educational exchanges among universities throughout
Japan and Europe, this initiative should create a field for a multilateral and international approach to history and the
public sphere.
